 Barb and I would like to know who is interested before we begin the 
registration process.  We would like to take a group of at least 10 people to 
make the trip a great experience for everyone.  Here is a summary of 
registration and payment procedures.  You will want to make sure your passport 
is up to date for EO to be able to process your registration, book airline tickets, 
apply for visas, etc.    
 
 Registration and Payment Information: 

1) Early Registration Credit, regardless of how you pay.  Save $80 per 
person if you register by July 11, $70/person by August 11, etc. 

2) Can get an additional $40 off if you pay by check for the whole trip 4 
mo. prior – only with a check 

3) You can register on line or by mailing in the Registration Form.  It is 
very important to use our group ID number, 51555, to insure we all 
travel together!  You can pay the $300 deposit with your credit card 
when registering on line. Further payments are made when you call 
them in, and processed at that time. 

4) E.O. will send you a statement when they receive a payment.  There is 
no billing.  Final payment is due 90 days prior to departure, March 9, 
2009 

5) Do not purchase Travel Insurance until just before that 90 day date.  If 
you’d need to cancel prior to that you would still be reimbursed 
everything you’ve paid minus the $90 administrative fee. 

 
These details can seem overwhelming, but important and necessary to 
facilitate your budgeting over the next year to make this journey a 
reality! 
 
 Please let us know no later than August 1 if you’d like to GO!   
We’ll give you the green light to go ahead and register as soon as we have 10 
confirmed travelers. You’re encouraged to spread the word and invite 
friends/family that you would enjoy having along on this trip of a lifetime! Our 
prayer is that this journey will have as profound an impact on our lives as those 
who have traveled before us.  We ask God to give us a sense of wonderment, 
awe, and excitement as we “walk through the length and breadth of the land”
